
	
THE ARTIST  A self-taught painter and mother of four boys, 
Nielsen says she has always “dabbled” in art, whether it was 
pastels, calligraphy or creating banners for her sons’ elemen-
tary school.

After moving around the country for nine years with her 
husband, Scott, who played for the Yankees and White Sox, 
she enjoyed a successful acting and singing career.   While 
mixing her vocal cd, “I am free”, a celebration of God’s 
healing power in her life, she was inspired to capture that 
freedom with acrylic paints on metals, acrylic, glass, wood 
and other surfaces.  

“The themes and titles of my deZigns are inspired by 
emotions and colors  connected to the Chakras, and I began 
painting them.  The vibrant colors literally shifted me from 
darkness to light! I felt peace and oneness.   I just love 
color—bold color—and now I paint from a place of joy.” 

Nielsen takes her joy to others, working frequently on 
commission.  “I absolutely love working on projects where 
my clients and I create together—customizing my originalZ 
and limited editionZ to achieve their desired look and feel.”   
She has collaborated with architects and interior designers 
like Charles Allem of CAD International on installing 22 
of her pieces in the Mira Hotel Hong Kong Kowloon.  Ten 
of Nielsen’s pieces hang in the DW Bistro in Las Vegas as 
well as iFreedom Direct in Salt Lake City; she has had work 
commissioned for homes in Mexico, here in Utah as well 
as other states. She is currently working with a company in 
Toronto, Canada, to produce tables and lights incorporating 
her images.
